Hydroelectric Power Plant and Supply Agreement
This Hydroelectric Power Supply Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into as of April 1, 2026, by and between:
Allen Hydro Energy Corporation (AHEC), an Ohio, USA corporation with its principal place of business at 7108 Bennell Drive represented herein by its Founder & CEO, Charles E. Campbell-Allen (“Supplier”),
and
[Technology Company Name], a [State/Country] corporation with its principal place of business at [Address], represented herein by its duly authorized representative [Full Name, Title] (“Customer”).
Together, the “Parties,” and individually, a “Party.”
1. Purpose
AHEC shall construct, own, and operate a hydroelectric power plant (“Project”) at a total cost of Five Billion United States Dollars (USD $5,000,000,000) and shall supply renewable electricity to a Customer’s Data Center under the terms of this Agreement.
2. Term
This Agreement shall have a term of thirty (30) years commencing on the Commercial Operation Date (COD) of the hydroelectric power plant, unless terminated earlier in accordance with this Agreement.
3. Electricity Supply and Pricing
· AHEC agrees to supply Customer with electricity generated by the Project at a fixed rate of USD $0.05 per kilowatt-hour (kWh).
· The supply will be sufficient to meet the energy needs of each of Customer’s designated data centers.
· Rates are exclusive of any applicable taxes, fees, or grid transmission charges, which shall be borne by the Supplier.
4. Payment Terms
· Customer shall make $5 Billion Dollar payment upon signing this agreement
· Customers shall pay $0.05 per kWh of electricity supplied to data centers and after each (30) days period after the receipt of an electronic invoice from AHEC.
· Late payments shall bear interest at 10% per month until paid in full.
5. Construction and Operation
· AHEC shall be responsible for financing, designing, constructing, commissioning, operating, and maintaining the Project at its cost.
· AHEC shall ensure compliance with all environmental, safety, and regulatory standards.
6. Delivery Point
Electricity shall be delivered to the mutually agreed interconnection point(s) serving a Customer’s data center.
7. Force Majeure
Neither Party shall be liable for any delay or failure in performance caused by events beyond its reasonable control, including acts of God, natural disasters, government actions, or war.
8. Termination
This Agreement may be terminated by either Party:
· Upon a material breach by the other Party, after written notice and failure to cure within 90 days; or
· By mutual written consent of both Parties.
9. Governing Law and Dispute Resolution
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of Ohio, USA.
Any disputes shall be resolved through binding arbitration under the rules of State of Ohio, with venue in Columbus, Ohio.
10. Confidentiality
Both Parties shall maintain confidentiality regarding all proprietary and commercial information obtained under this Agreement, except as required by law.
11. Entire Agreement
This document constitutes the entire Agreement between the Parties and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations, or understandings.
